One day, she watched a *documentary about climate change and how it affects 
the Earth.  She was shocked to learn that many animals are losing their 
homes because of *global warming, and that people around the world are 
affected by *extreme weather.
　　Emma wanted to do something to help.  She started by changing things 
she does every day.  She stopped using plastic bags and began carrying a 
*reusable one.  She also asked her parents to recycle more and use less water 
at home.  At school, she talked to her teachers and classmates about starting a 
“Eco Week.”  Then students would learn about environmental problems and 
take actions.
　　During Eco Week, students planted trees, cleaned up around the school, 
and made posters to encourage students to join.  Emma was happy to see so 
many students working together.  She realized that even small actions could 
make a big difference.
　　Later, Emma joined a local *environmental group.  They held cleaning 
events and workshops on how to live more *sustainably.  Emma also started 
writing a *blog to share her ideas and stories about protecting the environment.
